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SUMMARY OF THE MINUTES OF THE July 13TH BUSINESS MEETING 
 

The regular business meeting of the Omaha Philatelic Society was held at 7:30 p. m. on July 13
th
 at Pacific 

Hills Lutheran Church, 1110 South 90
th
 Street (southwest corner of 90

th
 and Pacific Streets).  The meeting was 

called to order at 8:00 p.m. with President Loeck presiding.  There were 22 members present, including Edgar 
Hicksô mother, Daisy.  It was found out during the meeting that this would be the last time she would be attending, 
as she was returning soon to her palatial estate in New Orleans.  We all want her to know it was a real pleasure 
having her here, and she will be sorely missed.  One of our members who doesnôt attend as much as weôd like, 
Janet Chytil, was also introduced. 

There were no additions, changes or deletions to the minutes of the June 8
th
 business meeting as printed in 

the July edition of THE SPACEFILLER, so they were approved as printed.  The May Exchange Managerôs Report 
was read by Treasurer Bob Carl.  It was moved by Joe Rende, seconded by Bill Champion, that it be accepted ad 
read.  Motion carried.  Secretary McConnell said he had no communications within the past month which needed 
to be brought up at this meeting.  

Librarian Steve Vickland reported he had just received Volume 3 of the 2008 Scott Catalogs.  At the last 
meeting, the 2008 Volume 2 Scott Catalog was loaned to someone, but he didnôt know who that someone was.  
He very quickly found out who it was.  Steve said he had Volumes 1 and 3 of the 2008 Scott Catalogs and 
Volumes 4, 5, and 6 of the 2006 Scott Catalogs with him at this meeting.  They were available to be loaned out to 
any OPS member in good standing for a two-week period.  Volume 4 of the 2008 Scott Catalogs should be here 
in August.  Volume 3 of the 2006 Scott Catalogs will be sold during the exchange on July 27

th
. 

Welfare Chairman Bill Champion said everyoneôs well as far as he knows.  Exchange Manager Joe Chytil 
gave the Exchange Managerôs Report for May.  This exchange resulted in record sales.  There were 19 people 
who had material in the exchange.  Joe went on to give an update on his health.  Everyone agreed it was great to 
have him back.  There was a discussion on the floor about the comment Richard McConnell put in the July edition 
of THE SPACEFILLER about old probate files at the Douglas County Court House being put on microfilm and 
then destroyed.  The questions resolved about why these old files couldnôt be saved.  The answer is that over the 
years there have literally been hundreds of thousands of estate files along with other files which the Probate 
Division microfilms.  There is absolutely no room in the Douglas County Court House or anywhere else where 
files of this nature can be kept in their original condition.  They have to eventually be microfilmed so they can be 
preserved for posterity.  Microfilming is really the only option available now based on the equipment which the 
State of Nebraska has available.  Program Manager Joe Rende said he is working on future programs. 

2007 Omaha Stamp Show Chairman Edgar hicks gave an update on the forthcoming show.  He had fliers 
available publicizing the show which were available for all who were interested in posting them where the public 
will see them.  He questioned whether he had Omaha Stamp Show envelopes available.  There was mention 
about getting the publicity out through other organizations, such as television, radio, newspapers, etc.  We also 
need to work on those who have exhibited in our show before.  Tom Myers does have some contacts.  George 
Wagner stated he had some problem pulling up the prospectus on the OPS website.  He had some ideas on how 
to resolve this problem.  Nancy Jelinek said it was not too early to pass out the show fliers.  Locations where they 
could be posted were libraries, branches of the U. S. Postal Service, senior centers, colleges and retirement 
homes.  We have spoken to various television stations.  We can see if the Omaha World-Herald can put an article 
in its Thursdayôs GO Section.  Chuck Petterson said there are 77 senior centers in the Greater Omaha area.  It 
was suggested we get publicity out on Offutt AFB through its on-base newspaper, The Air Pulse, which comes out 
every Friday.  Getting publicity out at the Eastern Nebraska Veterans Home near 40

th
 and Capehart Road in 

Bellevue was also mentioned.  This home, which starting taking in new residents on July 15
th
, is replacing the 

Thomas Fitzgerald Veterans Home at 156
th
 and West Maple Road.  Exhibits Chairman Paul Janecek said we only 

have three exhibits so far.  We have about 11 dealers so far, and we need about three or four more. 
Under old business, the subject of the procurement of an ultraviolet light was mentioned.  A question was 

raised about whether we need it.  For example, Edgar Hicks has one, and so do many of our members.  Bob Hoff 
suggested we hold off doing anything on this subject until after the show.  Edgar said he would bring his to the 
next meeting.  There was also a discussion about a club picnic on August 25

th
 at the home of Bob and Pat Loeck.  

Bob and Pat will furnish the hot dogs, hot dog buns, ketchup, mustard, and relish, etc.  (See the first page of this 
edition of THE SPACEFILLER for more information on this event.)  It was moved by Chuck Petterson, seconded 
by Paul Breakenridge, that the picnic be held.  Motion carried.
