was called to order at 8:00 p.m. by First Vice President Paul Breakenridge.  President Loeck had recently 
undergone knee surgery.  There were three guests and two parents from St. Thomas More School where Janet 
Chytil teaches. 

There being no additions, changes or deletions to the minutes of the October 12
th
 business meeting, it was 

moved by Chuck Petterson, seconded by Tom Hiross, that they be accepted as printed.  Motion carried.  The 
October Treasurerôs Report was read by Treasurer Bob Carl.  He said we may have lost a bit on the show.

.  The floor will be open to nominations 

from the floor at that time if anyone wishes to nominate another individual for a particular position. 
2008 Omaha Stamp Show Chairman Edgar Hicks wasnôt present.  The next 2008 Omaha Stamp Show 

Committee meeting will be held at 7:30 p.m. on December 7
th
 at the home of Bob and Pat Loeck. 

Under old business, Bob Carl said a get well card would be sent to Bob Loeck.  The program at the January 
11

th
 business meeting will be a talk by Tom Hiross on the stamps of Faroe Islands. 
The subject of ways to publicize OPS was brought up.  John Jones suggested we might be able to use free 

radio publicity in January.  Using media sources like Thrifty Nickel, radio station KVNO and others were 
mentioned by Gene Kathol.  He went on to suggest we set aside $50 or less for this purpose, and it was 
seconded by George Wagner.  Motion carried.  A committee consisting of Gene Kathol and Chuck Petterson will 
write up the ad, and Bob Dunn will proof it.  We will publicize both meetings in January.  We need to publicize 
programs and the exchange.  It was mentioned we might also place an ad on a web site called Craigôs List. 

Secretary McConnell said he had recently been in receipt of an e-mail from the American Philatelic Society 
(APS) stating they were making available both U. S. and foreign stamps free of charge to people who could use 
them to promote philately.  They were being made available in boxes the size of what you get when you procure 
ten reams of 8½ x 11 inch paper.  The only thing one would pay for would be postage.  Mr. McConnell stated he 
contacted APS as soon as he heard about this to get some of this material for the Youth Table at our show, but 
there was no more of the material available.  The Youth Table can always use stamps, and it was suggested we 
make a project out of this each month.  With regard to the OPS web site, it was suggested we list all stamp shows 
in the area as a means of stimulating an interest in stamp collecting. 
George Wagner reported that LINPEX ô08, the annual stamp show put on by the Lincoln Stamp Club in 

Lincoln, NE, will be holding its annual show on February 23-24 at Howard Johnson Inn, 5250 Cornhusker 
Highway, Lincoln, NE.  The show hours are 10:00 a. m. to 6:00 p. m. on Saturday and 10:00 a. m. to 4:00 p. m. 
on Sunday.  Admission is free.  As of this meeting, they had room for 10 ï 11 dealers and were short four dealers.  
George Wagner also reported that Jerry Koeppôs wife recently underwent surgery. 

There being no further business, it was moved by Gordon Randall, seconded by Chuck Petterson, that the 
meeting be adjourned.
