If you read the minutes of the January 11" business meeting on page 2 of this edition of THE
SPACEFILLER, you will see we are considering raising our dues from $10.00 to $15.00 per annum. This is
not a decision which we enter into lightly. We do have to be realistic, though, with regard to our expenses,
especially when it comes to printing THE SPACEFILLER. It runs about $19.25 per month just to print the
front page of the newsletter because of the color involved. This $19.25 is the cost of one color print cartridge.
That cartridge will turn out approximately 120 copies, which is what we print each month. The cost for the
rest of the pages cost us .08 per each copy printed plus tax at CopyMax. This means our total cost per month
based on a newsletter consisting of five pages will run roughly $35.00 for the second through the fifth pages.
We do have some copies of THE SPACEFILLER which are mailed free of charge to people like Postmaster
EvaJon Sperling and USPS Public Relations Director Roger Humphries. There are a few other free copies
which are mailed to other parties each month. Also, ten copies of the newsletter are made available through
the Main Post Office at 11" and Pacific Streets, through the main branch of W. Dale Clark Library in
downtown Omaha, and at Tuva Enterprises, the stamp and coin shop owned and operated by Herb Eveland.
These free copies are distributed in the hopes that
perhaps acquire new members.
