The Trans-Mississippi Philatelic Society (TMPS), which was officially founded on October 14, 1934 at the 

Sheraton-Fontenelle Hotel in Omaha, NE was officially disbanded on February 23, 2008.  It became official

Lincoln, NE in conjunction with LINPEX 08, the annual stamp show sponsored by the Lincoln Stamp Club. 

TMPS was founded because the two major national philatelic organizations at the time�² the American 
Philatelic Society (APS) and the Society of Philatelic Americans (SPA) almost invariably had their national 
conventions and exhibitions anywhere but the Midwest.  TMPS was founded by a dedicated cadre of Omaha 
and Council Bluffs philatelists to overcome this. 

TMPS did a marvelous job for many years.  Conventions and exhibitions were held throughout the 
Midwest.  During the time of its existence, there were at one time or another about 110 TMPS chapters.  The
